Matthew 17:20

And Jesus said unto them, Because of your
unbelief: for verily I say unto you, If ye have faith
as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this
mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall
remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you.

As T read this verse recently I thought that too
often we put our faith in faith. We sometimes take
Jesus' teaching about mustard seeds and mountains
to mean that faith is the object we are to desire
most.
